
 
Bahrain backs UN reforms

BAHRAIN is backing a restructuring of 
the United Nations (UN) system so that 
each member gets a seat on the 
Security Council.However, it says any 
decisions must be made by reaching an 

international consensus.This is seen as vital in preserving the unity at the 
global body, according to Foreign Ministry Assistant Under-Secretary for 
Political Affairs and International Co-operation Ahmed Mahdi Al Haddad. 

He was speaking at a meeting called by the UN office in Bahrain to discuss 
a proposal by Secretary General Kofi Annan to strengthen the UN. 

Ambassadors and senior diplomats representing various countries in 
Bahrain, as well as top government officials and heads of Non-
Governmental Organisations, attended the meeting at the Diplomat 
Radisson SAS Hotel. 

In September 2005, world leaders will come together at a summit in New 
York to review progress since the Millennium Declaration, which was 
adopted by all member states in 2000. 

"Events since the Millennium Declaration demand that consensus be 
revitalised on key challenges and priorities and converted into collective 
action," said UN resident co-ordinator and UN Development Programme 
(UNDP) resident representative Dr Khaled Alloush. 

Two models are being proposed for strengthening the UN through Security 
Council reform. 

Model A provides for six new permanent seats, with no veto being 
created, and three new two-year-term non-permanent seats divided 
among the major regions. 

Model B provides for no new permanent seats, but creates a new category 
of eight four-year renewable seats and a new two-year non-permanent 
(and non-renewable) seat, divided among the major regional areas. 

Mr Al Haddad said Bahrain strongly favoured the expansion of the Security 
Council with more members representing major regional areas. 

"If you go to vote the big powers will block, leading to a split in the 
organisation," he added. 

"Arab countries and the Organisation of Islamic Conference have called for 

  
 



the representation of one member each on the Security Council and we 
strongly endorse these views. 

"However, whatever reforms we all propose should be implemented 
through a process of consensus in the best interest of world peace." 

Foreign Ministry director of international organisations Mohammed Saleh 
said Bahrain supported the UN Secretary General's proposal to replace the 
Commission on Human Rights with a smaller standing Human Rights 
Council. 

"However, we have reservations on the mechanisms of election of 
members to the council," he added. 

"We do not want the council to be dominated by certain countries." 

The Secretary General has said the Human Rights Commission suffered 
from declining credibility and professionalism and is in need of major 
reform. 

He said the new council's members should be elected directly by the 
General Assembly, by a two-thirds majority of members present and 
voting. 

"Bahrain also supports the Secretary General's proposal to create an inter-
governmental Peacebuilding Commission, as well as a Peacebuilding 
Support Office within the UN Secretariat," said Mr Saleh. 

"The proposal is aimed at helping the UN system meet the challenge of 
helping countries successfully complete the transition from war to peace." 

The Secretary General's report - In Larger Freedom: Towards 
Development, Security and Human Rights for All - proposes a 
comprehensive agenda to be taken up, and acted upon, at the summit, 
said Dr Alloush. 

The report is divided into four main sections that cover policy decisions 
and reforms in the area of: freedom from want - development; freedom 
from fear - security; freedom to live in dignity - human rights; and 
strengthening the UN to pursue these goals. 

Dr Alloush said the Secretary General, in his report, wanted the Council to 
be broadly representative of the realities of power in today's world. 

"The report proposes a number of changes in both the UN executive 
branch - the Secretariat and the wider UN system - and in the UN's inter-
governmental organs." 

Dr Alloush said the meeting was held in Bahrain as part of a global 
campaign to encourage member states to take a decision on this 
important issue before the summit in September. 
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EQUIPMENT worth more than BD12,700 has been donated by
the Human Welfare Committee to 112 needy families for the
summer. 

“As these families need more household equipment such
as air conditioners and cooling devices during the summer,
we have worked on donating them quickly,” said the com-
mittee executive head, Khalid Ameen Abdulkareem.

About 40 families will benefit from the second batch of
donations, he said.

“People who wish to join in the donation scheme can con-
tact the committee on 17333090 as there is still a long list of
needy families who deserve to be assisted,” he said.

THE Prime Minister, Shaikh Khalifa bin Salman Al Khalifa,
yesterday received the Minister of Education, Dr Majed Al
Nuaimi, the principal of Hoora Girls’ Commercial School,
Siham Ahmed Al Zayani, and staff from the school who offered
him a copy of the book “Spring of Generosity”.

The book comprises the poems praising the Prime
Minister and which were written by students for the school
poetry contest.

The school delegation also offered Shaikh Khalifa a copy
of their annual book, the Joy of a Nation, on the school
achievements. 

Dr Al Nuaimi expressed gratitude for the Premier’s sup-
port to education and to extracurricular activities.

THE Prime Minister, Shaikh Khalifa bin Salman Al Khalifa,
yesterday issued Decision 11/2005 appointing Rashed
Abulrahman Darraj acting director of cultural affairs and
scholarships and Widad Radhi Al Mousawi acting director
for student activities and services at the Ministry of
Education.

In Decision 22/2005, Shaikh Khalifa appointed Shaikh
Sabah bin Hamad Al Khalifa director of social affairs and
community affairs at the Central Governorate. 

According to Decision 23/2005, Abduljalil Abdullah Al
Ouwanati was appointed acting director of services and
development programmes at the Central Governorate.

THE Prime Minister, Shaikh
Khalifa bin Salman Al Khalifa, yes-
terday said that the government
would strongly support Bahraini
artists in the areas of art and cul-
ture.

“Bahraini artists have not had
their fair share of support and it is
about time that they held the posi-
tion they richly deserve,” the
Prime Minister said as he
received the Minister of
Information and State Minister
for Foreign Affairs, Dr
Mohammed Abdulghaffar,
Bahraini film producer Bassam Al
Thawadi and the crew working
with him. 

Shaikh Khalifa said that the

Bahraini artists would benefit
from the support because they
reflected Bahrain’s rich heritage
and culture. 

He praised Al Thawadi’s contri-
butions to the cinema industry,
stressing that Bahrain’s rich her-
itage offered great potential to

produce local films and to high-
light Bahrain’s deep-rooted past. 

Al Thawadi produced Bahrain’s
first film, The Barrier, in 1990

and a second film, Visitor, in
2003. Both films represented
Bahrain in several film festivals
in the Arab world and Europe.

SHAIKH Khalifa bin Hamad Al Khalifa will take part in the
inter-religion dialogue which will be held in Doha on June 29-
30. Shaikh Khalifa, who has received an invitation from the
Qatari Premier’s First Deputy and Minister of Foreign Affairs,
Hamad bin Jassem Al Thani, had taken part in several forums
on inter-religion dialogues and has written a book on the issue.

A LECTURE on the ethics of the
exercise of law will be delivered
by the legal advisor at the Crown
Prince’s Court, Yousef
Abdulhussain Khalaf, tomorrow
at 6pm at the Bahrain Centre for
Studies and Research in Awali.

“The conference will address
ethics related to the law and will
focus on issues such as when
and how the law is fair and the
co-relation between the text and
interpretation of the law,” said the centre’s
chairman, Dr Mohammed bin Jassem

Alghatem.
The conference is part of a

series of lectures and forums
launched by the centre to high-
light the issue of ethics in certain
jobs. The areas of education,
marketing and Press have
already been covered by the cen-
tre.

Dr Alghatem said that the invi-
tation was open to all people
interested in the theme, and

stressed its significance for lawyers, judges
and people in the field of the law.

THE Supreme Council for Women Secretary-General and head
of the executive board of the Arab Women’s Organisation,
Lulwa Al Awadhi, will chair the third meeting of the panel on
June 27-28 in Cairo.

The meeting will discuss issues related to marriage, the
contribution of women to spending, family law and person-
al statute law.

The discussions are part of the legal procedures reviewed
by the Arab Women’s Organisation to empower women. 

THE Civil Service yesterday warned the owners of garages and
junkyards to ensure that they complied with safety regulations
to avoid accidents and tragedies.

The directorate said that the owners and managers of the
buildings needed to be careful in the storage of the equip-
ment and material to minimise the risks of fire.

THE wide-ranging reforms of the
United Nations that have been pro-
posed by Secretary-General Kofi
Annan have met with a measured
response from Bahrain’s Ministry
of Foreign Affairs which
announced yesterday that Bahrain
was in favour of expansion (of the
Security Council and the General
Assembly) and consensus in mov-
ing forward. 

“Bahrain is for expansion and
consensus and we believe that
the reforms package is not
impossible to achieve although it
is certainly difficult. We under-
stand that if consensus is not pos-
sible, we shall have to take a
clear stance,” said Assistant
Undersecretary for Political
Affairs and International Co-
operation, Ahmed Mahdi Al
Haddad.

“We support a more active
Security Council and the expan-

sion of member states to reflect
the reality of the 21st century.”

Bahrain is also looking at sug-
gestions from the Arab world
that there should be one Arab
representative member in the
Security Council and also the
suggestion from OIC member
countries that there should be
provision for one Islamic mem-
ber, given that many internation-
al questions involve Islamic
nations and it is felt that their
inputs are key to resolving them,
Al-Haddad said.

Al-Haddad and the Ministry’s
Expert and Specialist in UN
Affairs Mohammed Saleh
Mohammed Saleh said that
Bahrain believed that non-per-
manent members of the Security
Council and the UN General
Assembly should have a greater
role to play in the world body’s
work towards global peace and

human well-being and that the
Kingdom would call from greater
transparency in the UN’s work
and decision-making process.

Secretary-General Kofi
Annan’s blueprint for UN
Reforms places two key models
before member-countries: Model
A provides for six new perma-
nent seats, with no veto being
created and three new two-year-
term non-permanent seats, divid-
ed among the major regional
areas - under this model, the six
permanent and 13 non-perma-
nent seats would be divided as
two permanent seats each for
Africa and Asia-Pacific and one
permanent seat each for Europe
and the Americas and four non-
renewable two-year seats for
Africa, three for Asia Pacific,
two for Europe and four for the

Americas.
Model B provides for no new

permanent seats but creates a
new category of eight four-year
renewable-term seats and one
new two-year non-permanent
(and non-renewable) seat divided
among the major regional areas. 

The proposal also calls for the
cancelling of the Human Rights
Commission and replacing it
with a smaller Human Rights
Council to be elected by two-
third of the General Assembly.

“Bahrain has no problem with
the basic idea but we are seeking
more clarification - the new
Human Rights Council should
not be dominated by certain
countries and we also have reser-
vations about the election
process and working of the
Council,” Mohammed Saleh
said. 

He added that Bahrain fully

supports the establishment of a
peace-building committee within
the Secretariat to give more cred-
ibility to the UN’s peace-keeping
and refugee rehabilitation pro-
grammes. 

The member countries will
gather in New York in September
this year to vote for the reforms.
The Resident Representative of
the UN in Bahrain, Dr. Khalid
Alloush said that every country
should consider the future role it
expects to play in world affairs
when taking its stance. 

“The United Nations is one
place in the world where every
country regardless of size and
wealth is given one vote that will
make a difference in world
affairs,” he pointed out.

“It is an ideal forum for small
nations like Bahrain to make
themselves heard and make a dif-
ference,” he said.

THE Deputy Prime Minister and Minister
of Foreign Affairs, Shaikh Mohammed bin
Mubarak Al Khalifa, yesterday received the
the Parliamentary Secretary for Foreign
Affairs and member of Japan’s House of
Representatives, Kawai Katsuyuki, who
presented a letter to His Majesty the
King, Hamad bin Isa Al Khalifa, from the
Japanese Premier, Yunichiro Koizumi. 
The meeting covered bilateral relations,
regional and international issues of com-
mon interest and the United Nations

reforms.
The Speaker of the Chamber of

Deputies, Khalifa Al Dhahrani, also held
a separate meeting with Katsuyuki and
reviewed with him bilateral relations and
ways to broaden cooperation in diverse
areas.

Katsuyuki praised Bahrain’s democracy
drive, saying that it was a model to be
emulated by other countries in the region. 

He also welcomed the opening of a
Japanese embassy in Tokyo soon.

BAHRAIN and Japan have agreed in principle
to establish ‘Friendly Parliamentary League’ to
bolster political co-operation and share parlia-
mentary experience and expertise.

The Japanese Parliamentary Secretary for
Foreign Affairs, and member of the House of
Representatives, Kawai Katsuyuki, told the
Press yesterday that cooperation between the
two countries would get further boost as the
Bahraini mission in Tokyo was expected to
start work next month. Former minister of
health, Dr Khalil Hassan, will be the first
ambassador of Bahrain to Tokyo.

Katsuyuki said the Bahraini embassy
would act as a catalyst to enhance trade,
commercial, economic, political and cultural
relations and cooperation.

He said he had held result-oriented talks
with the Deputy Prime Minister and Minister
of Foreign Affairs, Shaikh Mohammed bin

Mubarak Al Khalifa, and the Speaker of the
Chamber of Deputies, Khalifa Al Dhahrani. 

“Japan is a close ally of Bahrain and work-
ing hard to muster GCC support for the
United Nations Security Council reforms
and expansion and support for the G-4 pro-
posal to add four permanent members to the
Council. Japan, Brazil, India and Germany
(G-4) are seeking the Council expansion as a
part of reforms,” he said.

“Japan is seeking a permanent role at the
Council as part of its vision to serve the glob-
al community in general and the Middle East
region in particular,” Katsuyuki said, adding
that Japan had been working with its Middle
East and Gulf partners to achieve a greater
peace and long-lasting political stability
through political dialogues. “In the Middle
East region we want to concentrate on other
things and not only on oil as it has never
been priority of the Japanese foreign policy,”
he said.

THE Premier’s Advisor for Cultural Affairs, Mohammed Al
Mutawa, yesterday received the Pakistani Charge d’Affaires,
Shawkat Ali Mukaddam, and discussed with him bilateral rela-
tions and ways to bolster them. The meeting also covered
issues of common interest.
