DEPUTY Dr Ali Ahmed yesterday criticised discrimination
against university students sponsored by the Ministry of
Education in Bahrain and abroad, writes Suad Hamada.

He said the ministry offers more financial allowances to
Bahrain students in Europe than those studying in the GCC
states. “All students should be treated equally as they work
hard for high marks and scholarships,” he said during the
session of the Chamber of Deputies.

Dr Ali said better services should be provided for all stu-
dents to enable them to focus on their studies.

Regarding Dr Ali’s remark that female students in Egypt
are receiving less financial assistance than boys studying at
the same universities, the Minister of Education, Dr Majid
bin Ali Al Nuaimi, said: “Girl students are receiving less
assistance because the ministry also offers them accommo-
dation and transportation facility.”

The minister said the amount of assistance differed
according to the cost of living in various countries. “We pro-
vide less assistance for students at the GCC universities
because Gulf countries also provide them with monthly
allowances, accommodation and cover their travelling
expenses.” The ministry offers annually more than 500
scholarships for different majors to meet the needs of the
labour market. Most of the scholarships are at the University
of Bahrain and the others in Scotland. Most of the scholar-
ships are offered to technical school graduates as part of the
ministry’s keenness on enhancing its services and providing
the best services for the students.

Before taking a final decision on the scholarship plan, the
ministry seeks help from the Civil Services Bureau, the
Ministry of Labour and other government and private organ-
isations to know about the local labour market needs for five
years. The scholarships cover secondary school graduates
who score 90 per cent and more and equal chances are given
to male and female students.

Private school students have been included in the plan as
part of the ministry’s attempt to provide equal educational
opportunities for all Bahraini students. Around 200 scholar-
ships are also offered to students whose one or both parents
are working for the ministry.

A PROPOSAL to include Jaffari (Shia)
teaching and other Islamic schools of
thought in the Islamic Studies curricula
was rejected yesterday by the Chamber of
Deputies.

Presented by Shaikh Abdullah Jaffar
Al Aali, Ali Al Samahiji, Mohammed Al
Abbas and Abbas Salman, the proposal
was to enable Shia students to study top-
ics related to their religious following.

Twenty-one deputies voted against the
proposal on the ground that it would
harm national unity.

“The curricula include Al Maliki
thought and teaching and neglect other
schools of thought and that is unfair to a
large number of students,” Deputy Al
Aali said. “Jaffari students are learning
religious regulations, ways to perform

prayers and basic Islamic obligations
that they do not practise at home.”

Al Aali expressed fears that the cur-
rent curricula could teach students
hypocrisy and double-standard. “The
proposal aims to bring various schools
of thought closer and to further unite
Muslims and end any differences that
might divide them.”

Al Samahiji said the Chamber should
highlight the importance of harmony
and peaceful understanding between
Islamic groupings. “The proposal is an
attempt to enhance understanding and
boost cordial relations between the fol-
lowers of Islam, according to their ethics
and beliefs.”

Al Samahiji said the Islamic studies
curricula should focus on the real values
of Islam that are against violence and
injustice and encourage peace and har-
mony between people. 

“Some Shia teachers are forced to
teach the curricula although it is against
their beliefs,” Al Samahiji said.

The services committee called upon
the Chamber to reject the proposal
because the Ministry of Education’s
Islamic studies curricula include only
basic information on Islam that is shared
by all schools of thoughts. The commit-
tee also referred to a report on the pro-
posal that further teaching on all schools
of thought are included in the curricula
for the Religious Institute and the Jaffari
Religious Institute.

THE Ministry of Health, in collabo-
ration with the Bahrain Anti-
Smoking Society and with the guid-
ance of the World Health
Organisation (WHO), is encouraging
health professionals to be proactive
in minimising the problems caused
by tobacco addiction, consumption
and exposure to tobacco smoke, the
Minister, Dr Nada Haffadh, said yes-
terday.

“Tobacco continues to be a lead-
ing global killer, with nearly five
million deaths a year”, she said dur-
ing a special ceremony to launch
the Web-site <www.antismok-
ingbh.org> of the society to mark
the World No Tobacco Day.

The Web site offers a range of
services to help people quit smok-
ing. It will have a series of ques-

tions for the users to answer to be
used to know about the level of
one’s tobacco addiction.

The theme of the World No
Tobacco Day celebrations is
‘Health Professionals against
tobacco, action and answers’. 

“The health community plays a
key role in the global effort to fight
the menace. Health professionals
are on the front-line. They need
skills to help people quit smoking,
they need to lead by example, and
quitting tobacco use themselves,”
Dr Nada said.

She said that without additional
efforts to implement solutions an
estimated 10 million tobacco-relat-
ed deaths a year would occur by
2020, mostly in developing coun-
tries. 

“Health professionals, including
doctors, dentists, pharmacists, nurs-
es, midwives, are trusted sources of
information and advice, and role
models in matters related to health.
They are in contact with a high per-
centage of the population and can
be instrumental in helping people
change behaviour. Studies show
that even brief advice from health
professionals can increase tobacco
abstinence rates up to 30 per cent.
Interventions for smoking cessation
led by nurses have shown to
increase the chance of successfully
quitting smoking by up to 50 per
cent,” she said.

Dr Nada said the prevalence of
smoking among health profession-

als is often a barrier for their
involvement in tobacco control. 

“It is important for schools, pub-
lic health organisations, and educa-
tion officials to work together to
provide health professionals with
tools to reduce tobacco use among
their patients,” she said. “As we
reflect on the global tobacco control
accomplishments during World No
Tobacco Day, we encourage all
health professionals worldwide to
take on their important role in
informing patients about the health
consequences of smoking and assist
them with quitting.”

The society’s vice-chairperson,
Dr Mariam Al Jalahama, said peo-
ple who violate the proposed public
smoking ban could be fined as
much as BD500 when it is imple-

mented.
She said the law should be ready

for implementation in the next one
year. “The proposed fine would be
the highest in the world, up from
Dhs 3,000 in the UAE and $500 in
Singapore.” She said though the
penalty is  steep, it is a must for
people to stop smoking in public
transport, government buildings,
educational institutions, places of
worship, sports halls, health facili-
ties and malls.”

The head of the Disease Control
Section at the ministry, Dr Muna Al
Mousawi, said: “Studies have been
conducted to evaluate the situation.
The trend of the Bahraini popula-
tion is a pre-dominance of male
smoking and less, but rather
increasing, female smoking.”
